Hawken speaking on his new book Blessed Unrest: How the Largest Movement in the World
Came into Being, and Why No One Saw it Coming, Bioneers founder Kenny Ausubel, biologist
Peter Warshall and a panel of New Mexican environmental and social justice leaders.

Dreaming New Mexico is a multi-year initiative with the focus in 2007 primarily on food and
farming and renewable energy in the state. It invites New Mexicans to ask: What is the positive
future we collectively envision for the Land of Enchantment?
